SB97 (ACT 170) - Enhancing Traffic Safety

I am honored to share the passage of Senate Bill 97, relating to motor vehicles, which strengthens road safety by increasing
penalties for repeat excessive speeding offenses. The measure elevates a third or subsequent violation within five years to
a misdemeanor with a mandatory minimum jail sentence of thirty days. This legislation reflects a shared commitment to
accountability and protecting our commmunities from dangerous driving behavior.
